So what does that mean at the Herschell Carrousel Factory Museum? The

museum uses the power of stories and storytelling throughout the museum ,

bust perhaps one of the most important aspects of the museum is the stories

we share with one another. From our volunteers and staff, to all the guests who

come though our doors and the wonderful messages we receive online.

Everyone has a story to share. Be it about carrousels, or those who grew up in

the neighborhood of our historic factory, or had family members who worked

here. These stories are powerful and we want to share them with others and

keep them alive for future generations.
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Something we did when the children were small ( and

not so small); We would write stories and sometimes

turn them into book.When they were very small we

would pick a favorite toy, person, or place, and ask

them to tell us a story about it. We'd write it down as

they dictated it. We'd read it & they could edit if they

wanted too. 

 

I remember a wonderful tale about a sad weeping

willow tree. Sometimes they'd draw pictures

illustrating the story. Writing out the story and making

sure pictures are on same size paper allowed us to turn

them into a book. Staple together with a cover and a

back page.

 

If you're inclined to do more, there are places online

that will turn story into a hardcover book! Once the kids

got a bit older, we'd ask one person at a time to think

up the starting sentence of a story. Then passing it on,

each person would add one more sentence at a time.

This goes on until we reach a satisfactory ending.

Writing it down as we go is fun too. We developed some

very strange plots this way.

RECIPE

holiday party. They were an instant hit! These
"Christmas Mice" from Taste of Home definitely
do not need to be limited to just the holiday
season and make a perfect treat for Children's
Book Week.

1 cup creamy peanut butter
1/2 cup butter, softened
1/2 cup sugar
1/2 cup packed brown sugar
1 large egg
1 teaspoon vanilla extract
1-1/2 cups all-purpose flour
1/2 teaspoon baking soda
DECORATIONS:
Peanuts, split in half
Brown M&M's minis
Miniature semisweet chocolate chips
Black shoestring licorice, cut into 2-inch
pieces

INGREDIENTS
Beat peanut butter, butter and sugars
until well blended. Beat in egg and
vanilla. In another bowl, whisk together
flour and baking soda; gradually beat into
peanut butter mixture (dough will be
soft). Refrigerate until firm enough to
shape, about 1 hour.
Preheat oven to 350°. Shape dough into
1-in. balls; taper one side to resemble a
mouse. Place 2 in. apart on ungreased
baking sheets. Add peanuts for ears,
M&M's for noses and chocolate chips for
eyes.
Bake until set, 8-10 minutes. Immediately
insert licorice pieces into warm cookies
for tails. Remove from pan to wire racks
to cool.
